A CAMP FOR BOYS AND GIRLS AGES 8-14

CAMP TREETOPS is a summer camp located in the high peaks region of the Adirondacks. There are two camp communities, a junior camp for about 75 children ages 8 through 11, and a senior camp for about 85 children, ages 12-14. Established in 1921, Treetops today continues its tradition of providing an environment where children learn new skills, have adventures, and grow as individuals. This is accomplished through programs of swimming, canoeing, sailing, horseback riding, music, creative and performing arts, wilderness skills, nature, field games, and work on an operating farm with animals and a large organic garden. Children take many day and overnight camping trips by foot, horse, canoe, kayak, and sail. Each day children choose their own activities beyond the required daily swimming and weekly riding classes. A work program in which all participate emphasizes community needs. Group life is made as meaningful as possible though the enrollment of staff and children from varying racial, religious, national, economic and geographic backgrounds.

General Information

SEASON:     Seven weeks session: Saturday, June 27 – Saturday August 15, 2009


         Four week session: Saturday, June 27 – Saturday, July 25, 2009


         Parents' weekend: Saturday, July 18 and Sunday, July 19, 2009 (you may select one day)

VISITING DAY: Parents are requested to choose one day or the other. Parents of 4 week campers may visit on Sunday, July 25th when they pick up their child. We do not allow campers to leave the camp property on visiting day. We will appreciate your cooperation in requesting no exceptions.

TUITION: The tuition for the 2009 season is $7,200. The tuition for the 4 week session is $5,000. A $1,000 deposit is due with the enrollment form; the remainder is payable on or before May 15th unless prior arrangements have been made for payment by installment. The deposit is refundable if withdrawal occurs before March 1st and the vacancy is filled.

SCHOLARSHIP: Treetops is a non-profit institution and is able to offer scholarship aid based on financial need. Application forms are available on request and on the Treetops website: www.camptreetops.org.

WITHDRAWALS/DISMISSALS: No refund or reduction will be made for late arrival, early departure, withdrawal or dismissal, with the exception of withdrawal due to illness incurred while at camp. We reserve the right to dismiss any camper if, in our opinion, it is considered in the best interest of the camp community. Possession of firearms, the use of and/or possession of illegal drugs and/or alcohol or the use of any tobacco products will result in immediate dismissal.

PROGRAM: The all inclusive fee covers every camp expense except transportation to and from camp. All riding, all camping trips, all shop and craft materials, blankets, linen, and laundry are included in the tuition. No provisions need be made for pocket money, as Treetops has no "canteen". Film photo processing and any personal items (such as toothpaste, shampoo, or flashlight batteries) will be charged to your account. Tipping of staff is forbidden. These policies not only enable parents to know summer expenses in advance but also make certain that every child shall share alike in every camp opportunity. We reserve the right to make changes in our program should circumstances so dictate.

HEALTH REQUIREMENTS: A health form which is sent to parents must be completed and signed by a physician and also include parental authorization for emergency treatment. By applying to send your child to Camp Treetops, you consent to his/her participation in all camp activities both on and off the camp property.

TRANSPORTATION: Treetops is easily accessible by auto. It is less than 140 miles north of Albany. Take the Northway to Exit 30, then Rt 73 west. Our entrance is seven miles beyond the town of Keene on Rt 73, on the right, and seven miles before reaching the village of Lake Placid. We are located between the Cascade Lakes and Mt Van Hovenberg Olympic Sports Center. A chaperoned, chartered bus from New York City and Albany is also an option for travel to camp. Details concerning our opening day and supervised bus trip will be mailed in April.

CLOTHING: Treetops has no official uniform. A suggested list of necessary and appropriate camp clothing and personal items will be mailed in April.

ACCREDITATION AND LICENSURE: Treetops is accredited by the American Camp Association and is licensed by the New York State Health Department. The Health Department inspects the camp twice yearly and the inspection reports are on file at the District Office, 11-15th St Bernard St, Saranac Lake NY 12983.

NORTH COUNTRY SCHOOL: Treetops shares its philosophy and physical setting with North Country School, a private boarding and day school for students in grades 4 – 9.
